The Community Guide found in a comprehensive 
review of 108 studies that access to facilities and 
programs for recreation near their homes, and time 
spent outdoors correlated positively with increased 
physical activity among children and adolescents.

Subjects who took the Program, when compared to 
those who did not, demonstrated significant 

improvements in exercise, cognitive symptom 
management, communication with physicians, self- 
reported general health, health distress, fatigue, 
disability, and social/role activities limitations. They 

also spent fewer days in the hospital, and there 
was also a trend toward fewer outpatient visits and 
hospitalizations. These data yield a cost to savings 
ratio of approximately 1:4. Many of these results 
persist for as long as three years.

• The Health Educators at Bladen County 

Health Department will partner with 
Columbus County Health Educators to 
provide at least two Stanford University 
Chronic Disease Self-Management 
programs (CDSMP) and two Diabetes 
Self-Management Program (DSMP) 
classes by 2016. Each program meets for 
six weeks once a week for two hours. 

• The Health Education ñDivisionò will train 
at least 4 individuals to become Lay 
Leaders in these curriculums. 

Expected outcomes and evidence: CDSMP 

and DSMP are evidenced-based, skill-
building workshops that help participants with 
chronic conditions or diabetes learn to 
manage their condition and their life. Training 

Lay Leaders will build in Bladen County; 
each Lay Leader will be required to teach at 
least one series per year to maintain their 
certification. 

¶ Estimated population involved in 
this intervention will be based on 2 
area churches: 

¶  approximately 25 individuals in 
each church (2) churches  

¶  4 of which will be trained as Lay 
Leaders in each church, they can 
then teach more programs.
